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I choose my research topic on whether the United States government should provide financial assistance to people whose retirement funds were invested in the stock of companies that may have used unethical accounting practices. Such companies include Enron, Arthur, and Anderson among others. May be they did not know the status of this companies
.  My interest stems from seeing many retirees suffering from the effects of losing their pensions.  Plus the exposure I have gotten from reading about their cases in the media aroused my interest.  Because of the suffering that the retirees who invested their retirement funds in companies that used unethical practices, I would like to establish whether it is viable for the United States government to provide some form of assistance to them (Crawley, 2015).

The intended audience for this research proposal paper is the general public, government officials, and lawmakers. The general 
public is the ones who are likely to find themselves having been duped into investing in companies using unethical accounting practices since they might not have all the information (Smith, 2015). Some of this companies are good at hiding details and this makes it easier for them to dupe the general public. The government officials have a role in the regulation of this companies to ensure that they provide the correct information to their investor in order to minimize cases of the public being duped. The lawmakers, on the other hand, are in a position to compel these companies and the government to compensate the victims.
The aim of this proposal is to look at why the United States government should provide financial assistance to the victims who lost their retirement funds when they invested in companies that used unethical accounting practices.  The input of the general public, the companies, and the lawmakers will be considered. This paper is divided into three sections. The first section will look at the companies that used unethical accounting practices and what were their reasons in any. The second section will look at what influenced the decision of the victims to invest in this companies and what was the amount they invested. The third section will look at why the victims should be provided with financial assistance and what measures should be put in place to prevent the same from happening in future.
Some of the questions to be answered in this proposal include the following. The main question is whether the United States government should provide financial assistance to people who invested their retirement funds in companies that used unethical accounting practices. Why should they be provided with this assistance? What prompted them to invest their retirement funds into this companies? What was the source of information they used to decide to invest in this companies? Why did the companies use unethical accounting practices?

The research plan for the proposal will include the discussion of the selected topic and reasons why I chose it, the background information about the topic including any previous studies done on it and what the proposal intends to achieve. The plan will also include the methods that will be used to conduct the research and data collection. There will also be a detail in how the research process will be organized.
The research will both use primary and secondary sources to gather the information required. The primary sources to be used will include first-hand accounts from the victims that invested in the companies. This will be done by interviewing them and their families, reading their diaries or letters they could have written during this time.  I will also look at any research studies that were done on the same. The secondary sources that I will use will come from textbooks, magazines, and journals written by experts on the issue.
