School and teachers believe that honest is the key point people relate to each other because people usually believe that lies are not permitted in the interaction between peoples. However, when those children and student finally grow up, they gradually become used to pretend. They pretend they are good while they are actually not, maybe lonely or boring. And the reasons they dissemble themselves and the truth are diverse and complicated, but the key reason is this dissemblance bring them benefits, improving their confidence on communicating with others and therefore create a better interaction.

During the process of getting along with other ones, there will exist plenty of negative issues, such as quarrel produced by debating, and even conspiracy from those who stand against you. As a result, because of these unfavorable experience, it is easy to generate a feeling of afraid when communicate to others, which could finally lead to an unwilling on getting along with others. Turkle mentions a similar example in his article that a MIT computer hacker: “He felt insecure in the world of people with its emotional risks and shades of gray” (268). Actually all people in the world are facing the same problem that the potential risks of communication is easy to impede the further interaction with others. However, most people will choose to dissemble this feeling of fear, and pretend that there has no quarrel and no conspiracy between interactions, which is a process of dissemblance in order to create an easier condition to interact with others. Similarly, when Winterson talk to a dress designer who tells her do not think too much on herself, she finds out that everyone should learn to hide the truth, in other words reality, in order to make the live, the relations between other people more harmonious. He says: “on the other side of the door is a mirror, and I will have to see myself. I’m not afraid of what I am. I am afraid of what I will see I am not” (288). It is now commonly happening that people pretend they are better than who they actually are, hiding the their shortages in some aspects, in order to have a better confidence to interact with other people: when people have their confidence, they will have a better mindset, which could make the interaction and communication more harmonious. 
What’s more, the dissemblance is crucial method for humans to create a new figure of themselves. People in the society may get into varies of troubles in aspects of working, making friends and living with other people. So when people are influenced by these problems profoundly in their mindset, living patterns, they will try to find ways to improve themselves. And during this process which people are recreating themselves, they probably are willing to pretend that they are actually good, in order to give them a chance to restart from new. In Winterson’s article, after her family and herself pretending the whole steps of flying a plane, she finally feels dispised by herself that what she can do is only pretending: “ Not because I despised who I was, but because I did not know who I was. I was waiting to be invented”(285). Troubles in daily lives may lead to a mental unpleasure which is harmful to the heath of mental thinking and physical status. And to avoid these unpleasant issues, people have to pretend themselves getting out of rid of these problems, hiding all those issues behind. Avoiding to be effected by all those defects in the daily lives, people will then have a more proper mindset to wait for the chance in the future, recreate themselves in real. Also, when Turkle talks the online websites like Facebook, Ins and MySpace, she mentions that when people are wondering those followers as friends, pictures they put and the space they build online are actually a process of recreate themselves: “ We recreate ourselves as online personae and give ourselves new bodies, homes, jobs, and romances”(273). The pictures and everything people edit and then put online are actually dissemblance, because all these are edited to be perfect and rarely show any of the negative aspects in real lives. However, no one doubts that it is also recreating themselves, by editing the live to what they want it to be, ideally. 
Last but not least, dissemblance can greatly increase the control ability. Humans are all pursuing the ability to control things, which can make them feel steady and riskless. However, in the situation of interacting with other people, the riskiest thing is revealing oneself completely in aspects of thinking, habit and the information. As a result, in the current society, people are more willing to cover themselves in some aspect, in order to put themselves in the safe place which finally brings a more powerful ability to keep the situation under control. While Turkle talks about the situation that young people now are not willing to answer the phone call and listen to voice mail because they want to keep the distance between people properly which is not too close and not too far. He says: “Texting offers just the right amount of access, just the right of control” (276). Time saving is an important reason young people refuse to make phone call, but in a further reason, texting is also a good method to control the whole thing by hiding the emotion and true self, generating a proper distance between people. Intimacy generates happiness normally, but also, it could make the relations dangerous by exposing too many identities. So as a result, dissemblance occurs, covering people’s identity such us emotion and other information. In the other hand, Winterson mentions Amy Johnson’s talk when he say he will still fly along when others are all flying beside him, and says: “Rhetoric, you think, frontier talk. Then you reach your own frontier and it’s not rhetoric anymore” (286). It is commonly happening that when people achieve their goal, they suddenly realize that it is not as amazing as they imagine. And these are what distance brings to people, the mystery and freshness. Not only in the aspect of achieving goals, but also in many aspects in the daily lives that the feeling of freshness and mystery can generate power, bringing a better interest. as a result, people are now intentionally cover some of their features and identities, in order to maintain a proper distance between other people.
