	
Jeffery, to obtain a better grade next week, you need to add/correct the following:
-phase 1: the age is not a quantitative variable, but the number assigned to a patient is; the value of the midrange is not accurate (it is 55.5); try to give an interpretation to your obtained values;
-phase 2: when you apply the formula to find the margin of errors you make 2 mistakes: the sample's standard deviation is 8.92, not 8.3; you need to divide the standard deviation by the square root of 60 according to the formula; also, you used the normal distribution and took the values from the z-table, but you need to use the Student t distribution because sigma is unknown; in other words, you must use the t-table;
