3. You are giving 70/30 Heliox to a patient with severe asthma. The oxygen flow meter is reading 8 l/m - what is the true flow of Heliox being delivered to the patient?
4. A patient has a respiratory rate of 15 and an average tidal volume of 400 ml. What is the patient's approximate inspiratory demand?
5. A patient is receiving Heliox therapy (70/30) for an acute asthma episode - the flowmeter reads 10 l/m, what is the true flow going to the patient?
