Born in 1945, Mikael W. Braestrup obtained his Ph.D. in structural engineering from the Technical University of Denmark in 1970. After spending two years as a volunteer in charge of low-cost road construction in Peru he was engaged in structural concrete research and teaching in Copenhagen, Denmark, and Cambridge, U.K. He joined the consulting company Ramboll in 1979, and worked during five years on the design and construction of the offshore pipelines of the Danish Natural Gas Transmission System. Subsequently he has headed the Ramboll departments of Marine Pipelines and Underwater Technology, and of Knowledge and Development, managing a number of research projects. During the period 1992 - 2005 he worked in the Ramboll Department of Bridges, a major assignment being the preparation of the design basis, with the application of Eurocodes, to the 16 km Øresund Link road and rail strait crossing between Denmark and Sweden. Since 2005 he is attached to the Ramboll Oil & Gas Department of Pipelines and Subsea.

Dr Braestrup is an active member of several of international associations (fib (CEB - FIP), IABSE, ACI), and has served on several Danish code committees. He is the author of a substantial number of papers, monographs and reports on concrete plasticity, marine pipelines, and bridge and tunnel projects.
