Identify what stood out for you the most about research and psychology.
The reading consisted of many information about collecting and analyzing data, but the thing that stood out to me the most was how psychological studies can be much more difficult compared to scientific studies. In a psychological study, when studying a human behavior, it is not a quantitative data, so it is hard to standardize or measure what one is studying. However, a scientific research must have quantitative data. So, though I understand the importance of the studies, I can understand the skepticism some people may have.
What are some of the challenges in psychological research?
I think one of the biggest challenge a psychological research can have is its ability to replicate the study and find the same results. Because not everyone thinks the same and acts the same, it is very difficult to make a theory, or generalize a statement because it may not always hold true. Like mentioned in the reading, it is falsifiable. A psychological study done in one country can have conflicting results when replicated in another country because of culture and traditions. So, it is extremely difficult to create a theory unless it is very general like the example in the reading of how a living organism needs energy to survive.
