
For this assignment you will apply your scientific thinking skills to a new research study reported in the media. Please read the following article published in Time Magazine:

Then selectively read the original peer-reviewed article published in the journal Psychological Science by Bodenhausen and colleagues. This article is posted electronically on Canvas. Concentrate on the primary result of the study. Concentrate on Experiment 4 because that is what the media article discusses. You should use the three claims, four validities framework to evaluate the research. 

Write out answers to the following questions. 
1. Describe the main finding from the study succinctly in your own words.
2. What kind of claim can you draw from the study: an association claim or a causal claim? Why?
3. Evaluate the study in terms of the validities that apply to the claim. Be sure to discuss strengths and weaknesses: 
· Construct validity 
· External validity 
· Statistical validity – Hint: Table 1 of the paper includes information on effect size and statistical significance (Cohen’s d and p value). 
· Internal validity 
4. Evaluate the Time magazine article in light of your understanding of the study as described in the original peer-reviewed report. Did the journalist draw appropriate conclusions? Why or why not? 
There is no specific length requirement for this assignment, but your assignment will likely require 1-3 pages of text to answer all of the questions..
