Convenience sampling, per 
my thoughts, is not generalizable. Furthermore, there is the limitation of attrition bias meaning that various individuals get lost in following up, or they may not be accessible for following up. Thus, it leads to problems in the study outcomes and leaves them out contributing to the lack of generalizability. Also, it permits interviewer bias. For instance, individuals may feel less or more contented responding to questions from a person which can influence the outcomes.

I don’t know the criteria I’d exclude or include. The research question doesn’t have specific requirements. Thus, I’d attempt and ensure I have a big enough sample size, probably 100 individuals. I would like these individuals to be within a specific age group, probably 20-25 years or so for an accurate outcome for the populace
. If I’d want to conduct the effect of misinformation in kids, by separating the study this will allow for 2 different viewpoints since children could possibly be harmed by the exposure of the crime which could cause future damage to the child.
Several ethical issues may be faced. At first, the ethical problem that would get first encountered is the practice of deception. The study requires the utilization of deceiving and misinformation of the participants. The participants would be notified of the potential of misinformation and would be required to sign a consent form. Keeping in mind of their confidentiality is crucial to protect for the participant to have the knowledge that we would not disclose their personal details/ information to the third parties during the study. Discrimination would also be dealt with.

Furthermore, full exposure for the reason of the study and what their study’s participation entails is necessary, along with compensation which will get offered. Moreover, autonomy is crucial as it will make it comprehendible that they would stop their involvement at any time if they wish to. For instance, some images or scenes would be traumatizing to various people, and we would need to make sure there is enough follow-up care
