Per (Benton, Ross, Bradshaw, Thomas&Bradshaw,2006) a study using a group of Tennessee jurors to evaluate 30 statement about eyewitness testimony to determine the reliability of the facts. The researchers found out that some of the jurors used familiar information to based their decision and not on their eyewitness testimony. About 30% of the jurors based their facts on criminal activities. Give the study I might say that jurors can be swayed when they have some knowledge of the crime and will not use not eyewitness facts as to what they see.

The study was conducted by the Stanford Law School to show the theory of ‘Bias memory’) being able to give facts without having a bias memory or a bias opinion of what sounds good. The research was called the ‘Roommate Story’ here you have one roommate that is very annoying and has request a letter of recommendation where the other roommate was to write a request for a room change, however neither wrote a letter stating that the roommate was annoying they wrote bias letter that was neutral not stating anything negative. They therefore distorted the truth. This clearly shows how misinformation of the memory can be bias and distorted.

This article was based on an eyewitness memory in a courtroom one June afternoon in 1992. The eyewitness was asked to recall a certain event that had taken place sometime before, based on the study the eyewitness testimony was in accurate due to the time that had lapsed in between the actual event that had taken place. Misleading information was given and the eyewitness memory was not detailed nor precise since again too many other things had happened since the event. Even a person witnessing an event can give misinformation if too much time has gone by. This is a good example for the misinformation or misleading information that an eyewitness can give.

The study was done to show the effects of overloading an eyewitness memory and how the negative effect would have on the outcome of their eyewitness testimony, how the information would be misleading. Secondly if an eyewitness is physically tired they will also give misinformation to suit their needs rest being the case. Clearly mentally and physical attributes are factors when obtaining eyewitness testimony and can have a negative outcome.

The study used 60 undergraduates and they were given different cues to help them remember misinformation of these students they were given another test that was free cue which allowed them to remember the events as they saw them even if the information was miss leading theses students did well with the free cue.
