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Introduction


 The occurrences in the world usually shape the structure of the society we live in, and this is in combination with the climate changes which are taking place. People are used to the climatic conditions which exist at a particular time at a given location and therefore if there are any changes to these circumstances individuals become very sensitive as the changes may have a great impact on their culture, the resources which they share socially as well as effects on the natural environment. The changes in climate may have adverse implications for some people in the society which may make them go through hard conditions like poverty, drought, and floods.  For example, those individuals who live near water sources may be significantly affected if there are long rains as the areas are prone storms as well as flooding. It will, therefore, lead to high levels of migrations from the affected   areas; increase the rates at which people depend on one another as well as increasing the levels of poverty which are not very conducive to ant economy in the world.               


According to the behaviorists, climate change is an enormous social problem in the society as it has huge impacts on the lives of individuals as well as that of other organisms and these effects are in most of the time social, economic as well as effects on the environment hence altering the way people live. There is therefore need to make sure that the changes in climatic conditions are adequately addressed since they have massive effects on the lives of people and this has made a lot of individuals to develop interest in mitigating the effects which come as a result of changes in the environment to ensure they do not feel the massive effects (Mischel & Shoda, 1995).      

 As a result of increased temperatures, farmers have been affected a lot as these has led to changes in agricultural zones and hence affecting the production patterns in areas facing climatic conditions. Since many people depend on the natural resources for their survival, when they are destroyed the poverty levels are likely to increase since they will have tiny to rely on for them to survive. For people to continue surviving in the society they live, they have to adjust to changes which take place by putting the necessary measures in place so as to curb the changes.  Since people are considering going green in order to protect their environment, climate change is seen as a behavioral issue, and this will also see people reduce the levels of poverty which are accompanied by changes in climate.             

Statement of Problem


All the necessary measures have to be put in place to ensure that people and their livelihood are protected so that they can continue to survive since a change in climate is an issue which affects the society as a whole. All the measures for rectification which ensure that people embrace climatic changes have to be put in place so that people find alternative ways of accomplishing different tasks rather than just relying on the environment alone. According to Herfindal et al. (2015) the behavior of people in handling various  tasks is significantly    affected as well as slowing down the way they do their economic activities since climate change create hurdles for them hence need for developing necessary measures.  Hence, there is need to carry out investigations to find out how the behavior of people is affected due to changes in climate and the measures which can be put in place by the whole society to ensure that they are protected from climate change effects as well as protecting the environment.    

While evaluating and observing the experience that people have gone through because of changes in climate, there have been a lot of concerns since most of them are underestimated by the concerned authorities as they see petite risk to these changes. It is, therefore, necessary for people to make efforts and evaluate the various perceptions that individuals have regarding the change in climate and the numerous efforts they put in place to cope with the changes. A lot of risks are associated with mitigating the changes because the costs for mitigations are very high but tiny funds are allocated to carry out the reductions. It, therefore, results in different reactions from the people who are affected which can be in the form of emotions since the changes have an impact on their values and beliefs. The various actions of individuals which bring about climate change also need to be investigated as they affect the way people consume products and the general population.

The Behavioral Analysis of Climatic Change


The analysis is concerned with behavior that individuals exhibit in dealing with climate change and the effects these behaviors have on the changes of climatic conditions. According to Moore (2013), theorists usually have views which are different when analyzing the behavior that people possess towards changes in climate. Skinner is one of the theorists who give his opinion on the behavior of people relating to climate change. His concerns are about the decisions of individuals, and according to him, people usually make decisions which are wrong, and an example of activities they do as a result of bad decisions is fossil fuel burning so that they produce electricity.   It is an action which leads to destruction of the environment and in the long run contributing to changes in climate. The changes in climate are a result of emission of greenhouse gasses which have a lot of adverse effects on the environment hence leading to change in climate.          


The climate change will, however, have more harmful effects on individual lives as they will result in elongated drought seasons, storms, increase in temperature, scarcity of water as well as the decrease in agricultural production and this makes people have tough lives as they struggle to lives.  Graham & Weiner (2012) Watson say that every member of society contribute to changes in the climatic conditions as a result of the various activities they carry out and therefore it will be good if measures of rectification are adopted by all the people in the society and not just left to few individuals. It is, therefore, necessary that every person plays his role in the rectification process. However, Deci & Ryan (2008), view the issue climate change from the aspect of motivation as they focus on self-determination that can lead to climatic changes as well as problems which arise when measures of rectification are implemented.  It is, therefore, necessary to identify the problems which are related to climate change within a very short duration of time so that effective measures can be put in place to mitigate the effects which result from the modification. 
 




Behavioral Solutions


The solutions which are provided depend on contributions which are made by the behaviorists as they implement the changes and the various problems they go through as they try to implement the changes. In the long run, it is not easy to identify the climatic changes and hence it is vital that individual experiences are determined and an observation made on the changes that they are likely to bring about. Niemiec, Ryan & Deci (2009) say that behaviorists’ solutions which are often offered the focus on developing interventions which are the best in addressing climate change. According to them, to rectify the conditions of climate is an issue that should be embraced by all as it is their responsibility and in this case technological advancement play a crucial role in ensuring that people are aware of the various interventions that need to be implemented as well as making sure the individuals make preservation of the environment a priority. Therefore, those changes which have a high possibility of being applied   depend on the experiences that people have gone through in the past as well as the ones that are likely to go through in the future. Climatic changes pose a lot of risks as these conditions are uncertain and this makes it necessary to consider the costs which might be encountered as a result of this uncertainty and consideration of the expenses can only be done if there are future or present difficulties.               


Biber-Freudenberger et al., (2016) on the other hand provide a solution which is based on behavior reinforcement of the members of the society. Incentives are usually given to people as to encourage them not to destruct the environment like encouraging people to use alternative sources of energy like a use of solar energy and the u se of electric powered vehicles, and through this, the environment will be protected. Basing on this, changes in climatic conditions are highly influenced by the behavior of human beings, and through offering incentives; their actions   that lead to changes in climate like pollution will be discouraged hence protecting the environment and minimizing climate change.   

Limitation of Behavioral Solutions


They are disadvantages which relate to the solutions which have been offered by behaviorists because in some cases, it is usually tough to control an individual’s behavior and hence the solutions should depend on the personal initiative that a person takes so as to protect the environment to make an improvement on the climatic conditions. The views which people in society have may have numerous limitations as they may have the different rationale and this can lead to the implementation of actions which are not expected.   According to Alam et al., (2016), people in the society tend not to consider some aspects there which lead to climate change and therefore the process of identifying solutions which need to be implemented to protect the environment become hard.  Attitudes of people towards certain aspects should then be considered to ensure that the solutions which are implemented are proper.      


Challenges in solving changes are also presented by the government as in most cases the funds which are usually issued to carry out mitigation exercises are very, minimal hence making the process of achieving desired results robust. Funds are not released to deal with  uncertainties and even alternative ways of dealing with the changes and this make the forces that drive climatic change like pollution to continue being rampant. The government should, therefore, realize that it plays a   paramount role in conservation of the environment and it should carry out its responsibility with a lot of commitment as through this, the citizens will be aware of the task they have to perform to protect the environment as well as the consequences associated with their activities on their surrounding (Kreslake, Price & Sarfaty, 2016). The government should also organize workshops so that they educate the citizens on the importance of protecting their environment and through the workshops, they will be accountable for their actions and ensure the protection of the environment to avoid climatic change   impacts. Incentives are always used to ensure that the environment is taken good care off by educating people to be aware of their roles.         

Conclusion


 Changes in climate have a great impact on the lives of people in the society as they affect the levels of production and therefore there is need that the changes are addressed with a lot of urgencies. Actions of all people within the society should, therefore, be evaluated so as to make sure that the measures which   have been put to prevent and control climate change. The society as a whole, as well as the government, should be on   the forefront in ensuring the protection of the environment and allocate the necessary funds and incentives in ensuring the measures put in place are implemented. The views of the behaviorists should also be considered when developing the solutions so that the solutions which are developed are in line    with the behavior of the people.  The behavior and attitudes of people who are usually identified help in arriving at appropriate alternatives order to prevent climate change through protection of the surroundings.       


 When the views of the behaviorists are considered, various factors which influence the behavior of people can be identified and after that, the solutions created from the behavior exhibited by the individuals. The psychologists look at the way different people behave in a deeper way as well as the roles of these people in the society in trying to reach at solutions to conserve the environment. They also look at the responses to the incentives that are given and how people are meant to react to the different situations that are presented. It is, therefore, important to educate people on the importance of protecting the environment so that they can do so as failure to do so endanger the lives of people, as well as that of the coming generations hence, need to implement the solutions.
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
