I want you to think about a psychological topic that you are interested in reading more research articles about and complete the following 3 steps.

1) Name and describe (briefly-1 or 2 sentences should be enough) the general psychological topic you started with
Myers-Briggs Personality Types 
Carl Jung created a system that separates the population into 16 different groups on the basis of 8 personality traits. These 8 personality traits vary from person to person, but a person usually only has a combination of 4 of these traits. 
2) Find at least 10 articles (no more than 20 years old) related to the topic you are interested in and CREATE an APA formatted reference page (do not use end note; it may not be correctly formatted)

3) Describe step by step how you found these articles (ex. search terms, search engines, etc.)

***Basic format of a reference from a scientific journal (see link below for more examples and what to do for one author, 2 authors, or more than 7):

Author 1 last name, First initial.Second initial., Author 2 last name, First initial.Second initial., Author

     3 last name, First initial.Second initial., & Author 4 last name, First initial.Second initial.

     (publication year).  Title of article.  Title of journal, journal volume, page numbers.
