Abstract: Attention deficit hyperactivity disorder (ADHD), is a neurologically based developmental discrder,
categorized by deficits in executive finctions and self-regulation. Urtil recertly, ADHD was considered strictly a
childhood discrder. Hovwever, it is now recognized that symptoms of the disorder continue into adulthood in up to fifty
percent of persons with childhood ADHD. Successhl completion of college is often aut of reach for majority of young
adults with ADHD. Longitudinal studies report a rather pessimistic figure of only 5 percent of ADHD studerts
graduating from college, whereas forty-cne percent of the general population is successful in this endeavor. Despite
these distressing figures, Berkley (1997) and Nadeau (1995), have suggested that college success rate has a significant
improvement if students are facilitated with strategies and skills to compensate for their disabiliies. Inan effort o
address the needs of these students, the ADHD Management Programwill be developed. The program will be
availabie to college and university students as part of shadent services in their acadernic institutions.

Abstract: Effects of cogrtive Ioad, objective self-awareness and time limits on the self-regulation of performance
speed and accuracy were investigated betoveen procrastinators and nonprocrastinators. In experiment 1 chronic
procrastinators cornpleted fewer items (slow speed) and made more ervors (less accuracy) then non-procrastinators
under high tut not low cogritive load conditions when the time span was limited and brief In Exp 1 chronic
procrastinators performed slower than norproctastinators under a 3-sec limit, but not under no i, 1 second, or 4
second time limit conditions. Chronic procrastinators cornpared to non-procrastinators also performed mare slowly and
tmade more perfomance eors wider objective self-awareness conditions regardless of the length of time. These,
experiments indicate that chronic procrastinators egulate ineffectively their performance speed and accwracy when
they "work under pressure (defined by high cognitive load, objective self-awareness, and imposed time limitations)
