The Effects On People Who Suffer With Depression, And How It Leads To Drug Use Such As Heroin
The interest or issue of inquiry is about the depression of people and its consequences of leading to heroin use. The effect of depression often make a person feel gloomy, dejected, unattached or reserved, aloofness, poor health, broken relationship, increased risk of suicide, job loss and isolation. The depression is caused by psychological trauma, imbalance in brain chemistry, stressful social environment, drug or alcohol abuse, physical disabilities, and genetic factors. For avoiding the negative tendency and to escape the depressed mood, people often turn to use Heroin drug. The effect of heroin comes from morphine that a potent analgesic and heroin is converted in to morphine that slows down the neurological activity of brain and induces a state of sedation. So for many depressed people it seems that they have a rush of euphoria and have received profound relaxation. But the national alliance on mental illness reveals that side effect of heroin drug are negative because it worsens the negative mood, increase the anxiety or nervousness, produces low energy, increases social isolation and suicidal thoughts and creates a flat emotional effect. It is also revealed that brain adjusts with the heroin effect so the physical and psychological dependency increases. 

The personal view point is that heroin does harm to depressed people and increases many negative effects that a person is already experiencing so it is better to curb the consumption of heroin at initial stage and depression and use of heroin must be treated as early as possible. The focus of study is to develop insights about the consequences of heroin over the depressed people and for that it analyses people responses who had suffered from heroin and depression and not leading a normal life.
