Write a letter to Tupac Shakur entitled "If You Were to Die Tomorrow" and date it for September 12, 1996, the day before his death.  

You are writing the letter as a friend 19 years in the future.  Your goal in the letter is to explain to Tupac what would be the meaning of his life to the world 19 years in the future if he were to die the next day.  The purpose of your letter is not to warn Tupac of the violence waiting for him the next day in Las Vegas.  Rather, your purpose for writing the letter is to offer your opinion and advice on what you think Tupac should do the same and what he should do differently with his life after reading your letter.  Use information from the articles posted throughout Modules 8 & 9 to summarize to Tupac the meaning of his life 19 years after what may be the morning his death (imagine that Tupac would read your letter in the morning before leaving his home).  Summarize the criticisms and complements of his life as well as how his life and work would be later viewed in academic circles.  In summary, your letter should:
