 



You provide the right number and type of sources for the Stirling Eating Disorder Scales and the Eating Disorder Inventory-3!  Now you just have to pick one of the 3 other tests you list above, and cite the original source and a review article from the MMY!
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The review article and the original reference you list for the Stirling Eating Disorder Scale are good.  Keep them. The review article and the original reference you list for the Eating Disorder Inventory-3 are good.  Keep them too. Now pick a third test and find a review article from the MMY and the original source for the test (just like you did for the two tests above), and use those.
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
