· [bookmark: _GoBack]Think about how to determine whether the problem is occurring in the eyes or in the brain. 

· If the problem is in the eyes, think about how to determine whether it is an optical problem or a neural problem. If it is a neural problem, how can you determine what neurons on the retina might be affected? 

· If the problem is in the brain, think about how to determine whether it is in the What (Ventral) pathway or the How (Dorsal) pathway, and then how to narrow down the particular area that is most likely to be affected.
