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Case 3: Experimental and quasi-experimental design (teachers in Kenya)

Think about the research and evaluation questions posed at the bottom of page 4. Use those questions to guide your thinking when answering the following questions:

What is the relative effectiveness of contract teachers versus regular government teachers? 

What is the effect of grouping students by ability on student performance? 

What is the effect of smaller class sizes on student performance? 

Could a single evaluation explore all of these issues at once? 

What randomization strategy could do so?
Case 4: Threats to internal validity (worms in Kenya)

Use the information in the case to answer the following questions: 

What does it mean to say that the groups are equivalent at the start of the program? 

Can you check if the groups are equivalent at the beginning of the program? How? 

Other than the program’s direct and indirect impacts, what can happen over the course of the evaluation (after conducting the random assignment) to make the groups non-equivalent? 

How does non-equivalence at the end threaten the integrity of the experiment?
