
 Write a program that reads a number from the input stream and does not display it. Next, ask the user to try to guess the number; give up to three guesses. For example: 
I am thinking of a number between 1 and 10. 
Can you guess it within 3 guesses? 
Enter guess #1: 6 
Enter guess #2: 7 
Enter guess #3: 8 
You lose! The number was 5 
Another example: 
I am thinking of a number between 1 and 10. 
Can you guess it within 3 guesses? 
Enter guess #1: 66 
Please try again 
Enter guess #1: 67 
Please try again 
Enter guess #1: 68 
Please try again 
Enter guess #1: 6 
Enter guess #2: 7 
Enter guess #3: 8 
You lose! The number was 5 
Run it 6 times with different data, showing at least one run from each of the following situations: 
1. Never guesses correctly 
2. Guesses correctly on the first guess 
3. Guesses correctly on the second guess 
4. Guesses correctly on the third guess 
5. Hidden value is out of bounds (the program should display a message then end) 
6. User-entered value is out of bounds (the program should display a message then allow the user to re-try) 
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
