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HIS 270 Milestone One: Bibliography Guidelines and Rubric 
Overview: This assignment is the first milestone of the final project. The final project for this course is the creation of an argumentative essay that addresses a particular topic in the history of the American environment, focusing on the concept of commodification. 
Assignment Instructions: You will create an annotated bibliography consisting of at least 8 sources, a balanced mix of both primary and scholarly secondary sources that relate to the chosen topic for your final project.
Good places to start looking for sources are the recommendations for further reading at the end of each textbook chapter and in SNHU’s Shapiro Library, which is a compendium of online sources. Also, please review the Source Guide document.
Use the SNHU History Library Guide to guide your research of primary and secondary sources.

A guide to using the Chicago citation method, which is the standard for history papers, can be found at the following SNHU site: http://libguides.snhu.edu/introduction_to_citationstyles.

A sample Chicago-style annotated bibliography can be found here.
Below are the formal requirements for the annotated bibliography:

· Includes at least 8 sources (a mix of primary and secondary sources) that will be cited in the final draft

· Cites these sources in Turabian/Chicago-style bibliographic format

· For each source, gives a brief description (1–2 sentences) of the source’s contents and explains briefly (again, 1–2 sentences) how it will be used in the final draft

Format: Written components of projects must follow these formatting guidelines: double spacing, 12-point Times New Roman font, one-inch margins, and Turabian/Chicago citations. At least 8 sources must be included.
