Grading Considerations
Make sure that your submission is based on factual evidence that you have uncovered (you may wish to review the content section on Information Resources). Your submission should be expressed in your own words (i.e., your synthesis of what you have learned). You may find it useful to review the iStudy for Success module on Academic Integrity (Links to an external site.) before beginning. Any evidence of a "copy and paste" approach will be formally treated as an academic integrity violation. Note that a discussion of this size should only minimally (i.e., no more than one or two phrases or sentences) utilize direct quotations.
Be sure to provide a reference list of the articles that you researched and to use internal citations to the sources of your information. You may use either APA or MLA format. Make sure that you have analyzed your references for both credibility and currency (particularly important in information technology).
Make sure that you read and meaningfully respond to at least two classmates’ postings. Note that a meaningful response goes beyond a simple “well done” – a meaningful response seeks to provide new information or ideas and moves the discussion forward -- note that this may (will likely) require some small research on your own part. You will receive an additional up to 25 points for the quality of your responses. 
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
